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The Book of Common Prayer provides suggested readings for funerals, which we have included below. 
These are not the only permissible readings; you are welcome to choose other readings, either from 
scripture, or from another source. The only requirement is that one reading from the Gospel be included. 

All of the following excerpts are from the New Revised Standard Version (NRSV). The Psalms are taken 
from the Book of Common Prayer 

 
From the Old Testament 
 
Ruth 1:16-17 

But Ruth said, 
 “Do not press me to leave you 
  or to turn back from following you! 
 Where you go, I will go; 
  Where you lodge, I will lodge; 
 your people shall be my people, 
  and your God my God.  
 Where you die, I will die— 
  there will I be buried. 
 May the LORD do thus and so to me, 
  and more as well, 
 if even death parts me from you!” 

 
1 Samuel 18:1b, 3, 20:16-17 
The soul of Jonathan was bound to the soul of David, and Jonathan loved him as his own soul. 
Then Jonathan made a covenant with David, because he loved him as his own soul. Thus 
Jonathan made a covenant with the house of David, saying, “May the LORD seek out the 
enemies of David.”  Jonathan made David swear again by his love for him; for he loved him as 
he loved his own life.  
 
Then Jonathan said to David, “Go in peace, since both of us have sworn in the name of the 
LORD, saying, ‘The LORD shall be between me and you, and between my descendants and your 
descendants, forever.’” He got up and left; and Jonathan went into the city. 
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Ecclesiastes 4:9-12   
Two are better than one, because they have a good reward for their toil.  For if they fall, one will 
lift up the other; but woe to one who is alone and falls and does not have another to help.  
Again, if two lie together, they keep warm; but how can one keep warm alone?  And though one 
might prevail against another, two will withstand one. A threefold cord is not quickly broken. 
 
Song of Solomon 2:10-13; 8:6-7  
My beloved speaks and says to me: 
"Arise, my love, my fair one, 
 and come away; 
for now the winter is past, 
 the rain is over and gone. 
The flowers appear on the earth; 
 the time of singing has come, 
and the voice of the turtledove 
 is heard in our land. 
The fig tree puts forth its figs, 
 and the vines are in blossom; 
 they give forth fragrance. 
Arise, my love, my fair one, 
 and come away. 
Set me as a seal upon your heart, 
 as a seal upon your arm; 
for love is strong as death, 
 passion fierce as the grave. 
Its flashes are flashes of fire, 
 a raging flame. 
Many waters cannot quench love, 
 neither can floods drown it. 
If one offered for love 
 all the wealth of his house, 
 it would be utterly scorned. 
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Micah 4:1-4 
In days to come 
 the mountain of the LORD’S house 
shall be established as the highest of the mountains, 
 and shall be raised up above the hills. 
Peoples shall stream to it,  
 and many nations shall come and say: 
“Come, let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, 
 to the house of the God of Jacob; 
that he may teach us his ways 
 and that we may walk in his paths.” 
For out of Zion shall go forth instruction, 
 and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.  
He shall judge between many peoples, 
 and shall arbitrate between strong nations far away; 
they shall beat their swords into plowshares, 
 and their spears into pruning hooks; 
nation shall not lift up sword against nation, 
 neither shall they learn war any more;  
but they shall all sit under their own vines and under their own fig trees, 
 and no one shall make them afraid; 
 for the mouth of the LORD of hosts has spoken.  
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From the New Testament 

Romans 12:9-18 

Let love be genuine; hate what is evil, hold fast to what is good;  love one another with mutual 
affection; outdo one another in showing honor.  Do not lag in zeal, be ardent in spirit, serve the 
Lord.  Rejoice in hope, be patient in suffering, persevere in prayer.  Contribute to the needs of 
the saints; extend hospitality to strangers.  

Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse them.  Rejoice with those who rejoice, 
weep with those who weep.  Live in harmony with one another; do not be haughty, but associate 
with the lowly; do not claim to be wiser than you are. Do not repay anyone evil for evil, but take 
thought for what is noble in the sight of all.  If it is possible, so far as it depends on you, live 
peaceably with all. 

1 Corinthians 12: 

In fact Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who have died. For since 
death came through a human being, the resurrection of the dead has also come through a 
human being; for as all die in Adam, so all will be made alive in Christ. But each in his own 
order: Christ the first fruits, then at his coming those who belong to Christ. Then comes the end, 
when he hands over the kingdom to God the Father, after he has destroyed every ruler and 
every authority and power. For he must reign until he has put all his enemies under his feet. The 
last enemy to be destroyed is death. 

But someone will ask, "How are the dead raised? With what kind of body do they come?" Fool! 
What you sow does not come to life unless it dies. And as for what you sow, you do not sow the 
body that is to be, but a bare seed, perhaps of wheat or of some other grain. But God gives it a 
body as he has chosen, and to each kind of seed its own body. 

So it is with the resurrection of the dead. What is sown is perishable, what is raised is 
imperishable. It is sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it is raised in 
power. It is sown a physical body, it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a physical body, there is 
also a spiritual body. 
For this perishable body must put on imperishability, and this mortal body must put on 
immortality. When this perishable body puts on imperishability, and this mortal body puts on 
immortality, then the saying that is written will be fulfilled: 

"Death has been swallowed up in victory." 
"Where, O death, is your victory? 
Where, O death, is your sting?" 

The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. But thanks be to God, who gives us the 
victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 
Therefore, my beloved, be steadfast, immovable, always excelling in the work of the Lord, 
because you know that in the Lord your labor is not in vain. 
 
2 Corinthians 4:16--5:9 
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We do not lose heart. Even though our outer nature is wasting away, our inner nature is being 
renewed day by day. For this slight momentary affliction is preparing us for an eternal weight of 
glory beyond all measure, because we look not at what can be seen but at what cannot be 
seen; for what can be seen is temporary, but what cannot be seen is eternal. 
For we know that if the earthly tent we live in is destroyed, we have a building from God, a 
house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens. For in this tent we groan, longing to be 
clothed with our heavenly dwelling—if indeed, when we have taken it off we will not be found 
naked. For while we are still in this tent, we groan under our burden, because we wish not to be 
unclothed but to be further clothed, so that what is mortal may be swallowed up by life. He who 
has prepared us for this very thing is God, who has given us the Spirit as a guarantee. 
So we are always confident; even though we know that while we are at home in the body we are 
away from the Lord-- for we walk by faith, not by sight. Yes, we do have confidence, and we 
would rather be away from the body and at home with the Lord. So whether we are at home or 
away, we make it our aim to please him. 
 
1 John 3:1-2 

See what love the Father has given us, that we should be called children of God; and that is 
what we are. The reason the world does not know us is that it did not know him. Beloved, we 
are God's children now; what we will be has not yet been revealed. What we do know is this: 
when he is revealed, we will be like him, for we will see him as he is. 
 
Revelation 7:9-17 
I looked, and there was a great multitude that no one could count, from every nation, from all 
tribes and peoples and languages, standing before the throne and before the Lamb, robed in 
white, with palm branches in their hands. They cried out in a loud voice, saying, 

"Salvation belongs to our God who is seated on the throne, and to the Lamb!" 
And all the angels stood around the throne and around the elders and the four living creatures, 
and they fell on their faces before the throne and worshiped God, singing, 

"Amen! Blessing and glory and wisdom 
and thanksgiving and honor 
and power and might 
be to our God forever and ever! Amen." 

Then one of the elders addressed me, saying, "Who are these, robed in white, and where have 
they come from?" I said to him, "Sir, you are the one that knows." Then he said to me, "These 
are they who have come out of the great ordeal; they have washed their robes and made them 
white in the blood of the Lamb. 
For this reason they are before the throne of God, 
 and worship him day and night within his temple, 
 and the one who is seated on the throne will shelter them. 
They will hunger no more, and thirst no more; 

the sun will not strike them, 
nor any scorching heat; 

for the Lamb at the center of the throne will be their shepherd, 
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 and he will guide them to springs of the water of life, 
and God will wipe away every tear from their eyes." 
 
 
Revelation 21:2-7 
I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth had passed away, 
and the sea was no more. And I saw the holy city, the new Jerusalem, coming down out of 
heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And I heard a loud voice from 
the throne saying, 
"See, the home of God is among mortals. 
He will dwell with them as their God; 
they will be his peoples, 
and God himself will be with them; 
he will wipe every tear from their eyes. 
Death will be no more; 
mourning and crying and pain will be no more, 
for the first things have passed away." 
And the one who was seated on the throne said, "See, I am making all things new." Also he 
said, "Write this, for these words are trustworthy and true." Then he said to me, "It is done! I am 
the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end. To the thirsty I will give water as a gift 
from the spring of the water of life. Those who conquer will inherit these things, and I will be their 
God and they will be my children.” 
 

The Gospel 

John 5:24-27 
Jesus said, "Very truly, I tell you, anyone who hears my word and believes him who sent me has 
eternal life, and does not come under judgment, but has passed from death to life. 

"Very truly, I tell you, the hour is coming, and is now here, when the dead will hear the voice of 
the Son of God, and those who hear will live. For just as the Father has life in himself, so he has 
granted the Son also to have life in himself; and he has given him authority to execute judgment, 
because he is the Son of Man. " 
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John 6:37-40 
Jesus said to the people, "Everything that the Father gives me will come to me, and anyone who 
comes to me I will never drive away; for I have come down from heaven, not to do my own will, 
but the will of him who sent me. And this is the will of him who sent me, that I should lose 
nothing of all that he has given me, but raise it up on the last day. This is indeed the will of my 
Father, that all who see the Son and believe in him may have eternal life; and I will raise them 
up on the last day." 
 
John 10:11-16 
Jesus said, "I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep. The 
hired hand, who is not the shepherd and does not own the sheep, sees the wolf coming and 
leaves the sheep and runs away-- and the wolf snatches them and scatters them. The hired 
hand runs away because a hired hand does not care for the sheep. I am the good shepherd. I 
know my own and my own know me, just as the Father knows me and I know the Father. And I 
lay down my life for the sheep. I have other sheep that do not belong to this fold. I must bring 
them also, and they will listen to my voice. So there will be one flock, one shepherd." 

 
John 11:21-27 
Martha said to Jesus, "Lord, if you had been here, my brother, Lazarus, would not have died. 
But even now I know that God will give you whatever you ask of him." Jesus said to her, "Your 
brother will rise again." Martha said to him, "I know that he will rise again in the resurrection on 
the last day." Jesus said to her, "I am the resurrection and the life. Those who believe in me, 
even though they die, will live, and everyone who lives and believes in me will never die. Do you 
believe this?" She said to him, "Yes, Lord, I believe that you are the Messiah, the Son of God, 
the one coming into the world." 
 
John 14:1-6 
Jesus said, "Do not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God, believe also in me. In my 
Father's house there are many dwelling places. If it were not so, would I have told you that I go 
to prepare a place for you? And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and will 
take you to myself, so that where I am, there you may be also. And you know the way to the 
place where I am going." Thomas said to him, "Lord, we do not know where you are going. How 
can we know the way?" Jesus said to him, "I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one 
comes to the Father except through me."

Psalm 23  
Dominus regit me 

1 The LORD is my shepherd; * 
I shall not be in want. 

2 He makes me lie down in green pastures * 
and leads me beside still waters.

4 Though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I shall fear no evil; * 
for you are with me;

3 Though an army should encamp against me, * 
yet my heart shall not be afraid;

Levavi oculos 

1 I lift up my eyes to the hills; * 
from where is my help to come? 

2 My help comes from the LORD, * 
the maker of heaven and earth. 

3 He will not let your foot be moved * 
and he who watches over you will not fall asleep. 

4 Behold, he who keeps watch over Israel * 
shall neither slumber nor sleep; 
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5 The LORD himself watches over you; * 
the LORD is your shade at your right hand, 

6 So that the sun shall not strike you by day, * 
nor the moon by night. 

7 The LORD shall preserve you from all evil; * 
it is he who shall keep you safe.

Domine, probasti 

1 LORD, you have searched me out and known me; * 
you know my sitting down and my rising up; you discern my thoughts from afar. 

2 You trace my journeys and my resting-places * 
and are acquainted with all my ways. 

3 Indeed, there is not a word on my lips, * 
but you, O LORD, know it altogether. 

4 You press upon me behind and before * 
and lay your hand upon me. 

5 Such knowledge is too wonderful for me; * 
it is so high that I cannot attain to it. 
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6 Where can I go then from your Spirit? * 
where can I flee from your presence? 

7 If I climb up to heaven, you are there; * 
if I make the grave my bed, you are there also. 

8 If I take the wings of the morning * 
and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea, 

9 Even there your hand will lead me * 
and your right hand hold me fast. 

10 If I say, "Surely the darkness will cover me, * 
and the light around me turn to night," 

11 Darkness is not dark to you; the night is as bright as the day; * 
darkness and light to you are both alike.
